Assisted Reproductive Technology (ART) includes a
range of methods used to circumvent human infertility,
including in vitro fertilisation (IVF), embryo transfer (ET),
gamete intra-fallopian transfer (GIFT), Intra uterine
insemination (IUI) etc. In vitro fertilisation (known as
IVF) is the name given to a technique where eggs are

fertilised with sperm outside the body in a test tube. IUI is
the updated name for what was once known as artificial
insemination. The reason for the name change is that
artificial insemination can now occur in four different
locations.

Central to these procedures is an optimized stress free
reproductive environment to enable conception to take
place. Acupuncture can be used at all of the different
levels to assist in this process.

In this workshop Dr. Leonard will draw from her long
experience of working in a conventional modern medical
setting where she uses a traditional chinese medicine
approach in helping women to conceive. She will look at
all aspects of reproduction from a Chinese medicine
perspective and how she manages to interface with the
modern approaches of In-Vitro Fertilisation and Assisted
Reproductive Technology.
